A.  Application Eligibility, Award and Deadline:

Eligible students must be Loomis School District residents, or affiliated residents of District #69-0055.  An Option Enrollment Student applicant must have been enrolled in Loomis Public School three out of the four years in grades 9-12.  The application will request information concerning affiliation with the United Methodist Church, but affiliation is not required to apply or receive the scholarship.

Two scholarships will be awarded in the amount of $1000 each.  Two alternates will also be selected, ranked first and second and will be announced at the awards ceremony.  They shall, in accordance with the rank, be awarded the scholarship if either or both the announced recipients fail to beet the standards for acceptance.

Application deadline is April 11th of each school year.  No applications will be considered if turned in after that date.  All applications are to be turned into the Loomis Guidance Office.

Conditions if Scholarship is Awarded to You

Any recipient of the Loomis United Methodist Church Memorial Scholarship will be subject to the following requirements for actual receipt of the funds:

1. The recipient must successfully complete the first semester of the chosen institution.

2. After completion of the first semester, the recipient must enroll and attend for at least one week of the second semester.

3. The recipient will then verify to the Loomis Public School Guidance Counselor that those requirements have been met by:

a. A first semester grade report or transcript which shows completion of the first semester

b. An enrollment receipt, tuition payment receipt or other type of document which shows that the recipient is enrolled for the second semester and has been attending.

4. Upon receipt of verifying documents, a check for the scholarship amount will be forwarded to the Loomis Public School, in the student’s name.  The Loomis Public School will then distribute the check.
